a.  The problem with judging others 
 

1) Big Problem:  We assume God’s position when we judge. 
 

2) Another Problem:  We don’t know the facts. 
 

3) Third Issue:  We are blind to our own faults. 
 
b.  The danger of judging others 

1) God will judge us (vv. 2b-3). 
2) We neglect the changes we must make in our own lives.   
3) We lower people around us instead of lifting them up. 
4) We say we are better than others. 
5) This type of judging is another form of hypocrisy. 
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6) Evidence of spiritual blindness. 

Leads to boasting. 
7) Criticism is often enjoyed. 

 
c.  Why we should not judge others 

1) We don’t know all the facts 
2) We are sinners in need of God’s grace.  
3) When we judge we are taking God’s place. 
4) Someday we will have to give an account for our actions.
